How Do We Get Out of PI Status?

! A Title I school exits Program
Improvement status by meeting all of
it’s  AYP criteria for two consecutive
years.

! A school “freezes” in PI status after
making AYP for 1 year.



So, What Happens Now?
! PI Year 1 Mandates:

! Revise the school plan to address the reasons why
the school was identified for PI

! 2-year plan
! 10 required PI components that must be addressed
! Use 10% of Title I funds toward Professional Development

! Provide notification to parents
! Offer “choice” to all students
! Implement improvement activities in the school plan
! Receive assistance from the district



What Choices Do You Have?
Option #1

Choose to attend a non-PI school
! Does not include magnet schools, or

other special programs
! Choices will be provided by District
! Transportation will be provided until Frost

is no longer a PI school
! Student will be allowed to martriculate at

the school



Option #2

! Stay at Frost and participate in Tutorial
Services Program (TSP).

! Tutoring will be available on Saturdays
! Open to all students at Frost, but materials

are designed to target students who have
received FBB, BB and B scores on their
California Standards Test.



Option #3

! Stay at Frost and do not participate in
TSP.
